The name of the college has been changed as Lanka Senior Secondary School

vide Govt. / AHSEC notification AHSEC/RPR/16/13/6407 dated 23/06/2020. The school

has started class IX from the academic session 2022-23 and received permission from

SEBA vide letter No. SEBA/Recog/S-Code/2019/3/61 Dated 18th January, 2023.

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3. Management Council (M.C.) :

Two  members

are selected from the teaching staff. One educationist of this locality and two

members are nominated by the society. The Principal of the School is the secre-

tary of the MC.

4. Educational Council (E.C.) :

(two) attested  copies  of  marksheet (s),  certificate (s), Registration  cer-

tificate, caste  certificate (if any), Aadhar Card, two copies of passport

size photographs  and one copy of  passport size photograph of  Guardian

4) Admission  in  the  school  shall be made in order of merit on the basis of

selection made by the Admission sub committee of the school and the

council’s  admission rules.

5) To  get  Concession  in  admission  fee for  meritorious poor students shall

have to submit the BPL card & selection for concession depend on the

decission of M.C. 25% seats will be reserved for BPL category students.

6) At  the  time  of  admission  the  candidate   must  produce   the  original
documents.

7) Candidates are admitted in the school provisionally, subject to the  ap-
proval of the  AHSEC.
